Presidents' Summer Conference  ("Asilomar")
There are four categories of CCA members who attend the Presidents' Conference.  
1.  The Conference was really set up to let a Chapter PRESIDENT network and learn from other Presidents.  

2.  However, if the Chapter President cannot attend, the Chapter President can choose ONE other Chapter Member (preferably a member of the governing board) to serve as a DESIGNEE, who has all the rights and privileges (and accounting) as the President.  These expenses are reimbursed by both CTA and CCA in combination.
3.  By prearrangement with the CCA President or Treasurer, a chapter can send an additional member DELEGATE.  The Delegate has all the rights and privileges of a President, but is accounted for differently.  All of the approved expenses is reimbursed by CCA.
4.  Any CCA BOARD MEMBER may attend with all the rights and privileges of a President, but is accounted for differently.  These costs are reimbursed by CCA.
Each attendee (President, Designee, Delegate, or Board Member) must fill out an MES and submit it to the CCA Treasurer.  The ONLY things that can be on the MES are actual out of pocket expenses from the attendee.  It does not matter if the attendee has received a stipend from CTA, has had their expenses covered by the Chapter, or other source of funding.  The CCA Treasurer can only reimburse those expenses that are actual out of pocket monies.  MES forms are on the website at www.ccatreasurer.org  
Remember, Presidents, Designees and Delegates get a SHARED room reimbursement.  If that person wants a private room, they only get a shared room reimbursement.  That person or his/her local must pay the difference between the shared room cost and the private room.
Do not worry on the MES whether a line item is a CTA or a CCA expense.  That is taken care of in the MES accounting process.  All you need to do is be sure that ALL out of pocket expenses are included.

UCLA Summer Institute ("Institute")
Each summer, CTA puts on a training institute at UCLA.   Individual chapters pay for their members to attend.  
On occasion the CCA Board and Officers will allow a chapter to send an entire chapter Negotiations team with CCA reimbursing the entire cost.  The CCA President from time to time, and under special circumstances, will allow other members to attend the training institute at UCLA.  He is the contact person for that information

For Chapter Negotiation Teams to be reimbursed, the entire team must attend the conference.
